He chose -Rajaboubohed s
anointed by the Spirit who would preach good news to the
poor, bring liberty to captives, and, at the heart of these
lines, exercise a ministry of compassion, a reference to
another citation from Isaiah (see 42:6b).

This three-part mission continues to be the work of the
Church: preaching the Gospel, working for social justice
and reaching out to all peoples in compassion. At the
beginning of his ministry, Jesus announced that this work
was being fulfilled in the hearing of his listeners by what he
was doing. The Spirit works to do the same today through
us.
