LocAL PROPERTY TAX RELIEF

The Town of Greenwich has implemented a tax relief
program to provide a tax credit for seniors. The tax credit
will automatically be applied %z to the July 2009 tax bill and
2 to the January 2010 bill.

The program is administered on a biennial basis which
means that if you filed an application and were approved
last year, that amount would then be applied again this
year. Next year you would receive a new package and
reapply once again for a two year period. For those who
were denied last year or are new to the program you may
apply this year and biennially thereafter.

If you are returning the application by mail, it must be
postmarked by March 16, 2009, otherwise the application
must be dropped off at the Assessor's Office by the
deadline of May 15, 2009.
