Lent invites us to be aware of how alienated and sinful
humankind can be, but return is always possible through
Christ our Lord. Looking to Christ means looking with faith
and repentance. Our Holy Father has said, "The grace of
the sacrament may support and nourish the commitment
to be faithful disciples of the Lord."

The theme for the Lenten Confession Campaign comes
from today's second reading: "be reconciled to God."
Whether you are the "prodigal son" or the "righteous son"
of today's Gospel, we all need reconciliation. No matter
with which one you identify yourself, return to the Father
who is merciful! Whether you have not received the
Sacrament in 4 months or 25 years, come, "be reconciled
to God" (2 Cor.
