When 
the dying thief prayed: ñJesus remember meò he was 
assured of salvation as the Lord remembered not his sin. 
His words fall from my lips. May I enter more deeply into 
the closing days of Lent aware that He has chosen me to 
live out the covenant with Him. 

Take as your mantra this week the words of Jesus: 
ñWhoever serves Me must follow Me, and where I am, 
there also will My servant be.ò
