ñThe community of believers was 
of one heart and mind, and no 

one claimed that any of his 
possession was his own, but they 

had everything in common. With 
great power the apostles bore witness to the 

Resurrection of the Lord Jesus, and great favor was 
accorded them all.ò 

Reading the Scriptures today we are admitted to the 
upper room when the Risen Lord appeared as told by St. 
John and perhaps to the same room when St. Luke 
describes the effect of the Resurrection. We are told that 
they were ñbelieversò in contrast with the one we describe 
as the doubter. The first gathering reflected fear and 
hesitation, the second unrestrained joy. The former had 
some degree of disunity and doubt, whereas the second 
was filled with unity, leading to community. 

Our parish experience today is touched by the presence 
of the Risen Lord. The fruit of that presence summons us 
to great unity, allowing the power, or grace, of the Risen 
Christ to motivate and direct our Christian lives. We 
remind ourselves that we speak of the Sundays of Easter, 
as those fifty days wherein Christ continues to reveal 
Himself in our parish life and community. The same power 
urges us to be witnesses today of Christ in the Church. 

That power is grace, the God life in us, won through the 
Victory of Christ over death. 

Live these Easter days with the simple, prayerful 
request: ñStay with us for it is nearly evening and the day 
is almost overò.

In todayôs Gospel, we recall the words Thomas spoke to 
Jesus, "Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands and 
put my finger into the nail marks and put my hand into his 
side, I will not believe." Our faith comes from hearing. 
These words help shed light on the second reading about 
the importance of faith. Even though one may see, it is not 
a guarantee of faith. Faith comes by hearing the word of 
the risen Lord who addresses Thomas personally and 
each one of us, too. 

During Mass, at the time of the consecration, we have 
the same opportunity to repeat the words Thomas spoke: 
"My Lord and my God" after seeing and touching Jesusô 
nail marks. We are the ones Jesus speaks of when he tells 
Thomas, "Blessed are those who have not seen and have 
believed." 

May this glorious Easter season be an occasion for you 
to reflect on what it really means to believe in the Risen 
Christ Jesus and the implications this has on your daily 
life.
