R ELIGIOUS  EDUCATION  

FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 

Todayôs Gospel begins with the 
words, ñWhen Judas had left 
theméò (John 13:31). We are at the 

Last Supper with Jesus, a few hours 
before he will be arrested, tried, and 

condemned to death. Immediately after this 
passage comes the prediction of Peterôs denial. Between 

the move toward betrayal and the prediction of denial, in his 
darkest hour, Jesus speaks of his glorification and what that 
means for those who follow him. 

In all that follows, which includes his suffering, death, and 
resurrection God will be glorified and God will glorify Jesus. 
This is the ñhourò for which Jesus came - to be lifted up and to 
draw all to himself in an ultimate act of love. All is moving 
toward that moment when Jesus wills ay from the cross, ñIt is 
finishedò (John 19:30). 

Jesusô love is now to be found in the community that 
gathers in his name, in our love for each other, a love willing 
to give of itself completely for others, thereby mirroring the 
love that Jesus has for his disciples. The meaning of life is to 
be found in the giving and receiving of love. 

In his encyclical God Is Love, Pope Benedict XVI writes 
that ñthe Churchôs deepest nature is expressed in her three-
fold responsibility: proclaiming the word of God, celebrating 
the sacraments, and exercising the ministry of charity. These 
duties presuppose each other and are inseparableò (#25). 
Preaching Jesus, celebrating Jesus, and loving one another 
in Jesus - this is the circle of life in which we are caught up 
and that moves out to embrace the world.
