SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER 

The late Paul Harvey was 
famous for his stories on the 

radio. He would tell only part of a 
story, then announce that, after the 

commercials, he would be back with 
ñthe rest of the story.ò 

John does not have Jesus praying in the garden of 
Gethsemane but at the Last Supper. Jesus prays to the 
Father for his disciples and for all who will hear their words 
about him. He prays that all may be one. The ending that 
God has planned for all who believe in Jesus is that we 
enter into unity with Jesus and the Father and the Holy 
Spirit. 

Today we also witness the end of the story of one of the 
first preachers of the gospel, Stephen the deacon. As he 
was being stoned, he prayed that the Lord Jesus receive 
his spirit and that those stoning him be forgiven. The end 
of his story on this earth echoes the final words of Jesus 
on the cross in Lukeôs Gospel. 

Finally, the author of Revelation holds up an image of 
Jesus as the beginning and the end of the human story. 
Hew ill return at the end of time and bring a recompense 
that he ñwill give to each according to [our] deedsò  
(Revelation 22:12). At the end, then is Godôs plan for unity, 
forgiveness, and glory. And thatôs the rest of the story.
