PENTECOST SUNDAY 

Call to mind - or ñGoogle,ò if you 
have access to the Internet - the 

famous ceiling painting of creation 
by Michelangelo in the Vaticanôs 
Sistine chapel. God the Creatorôs 

right hand is extended to touch the fingers of the first 
human creature, Adam. Often forgotten or overlooked are 
the other figures there. Besides a dozen infant angels, you 
can find a beautiful women in the crook of the Creatorôs 
left arm. That is Wisdom, who speaks to us in our first 
reading today. 

Proverbs tells us that at the dawn of creation, when all 
was being marked out, made firm, and fixed fast, Wisdom 
was in on the act. When the Creator set the limits of the 
sea and the borders of the sky and the foundation of the 
firmament, she was there, beside God as Godôs 
craftsperson, delighting god, playing before God all the 
while, playing on the surface of the earth (see Proverbs 
8:30-31). Then those wonderful words: ñand I found delight 
in the human raceò (8:31). 

The Creator loved the world and all of creation from the 
beginning, so much that in the fullness of time Godôs only 
Son was sent by god to redeem us, and then the Holy 
Spirit was sent to dwell within us. Into the life of this Trinity 
we were baptized in the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit. 

Todayôs feast calls us to joy because our living God 
continues to lead us to the truth of who God is, and to pour 
the love that is the very life of the Trinity into our own 
hearts, enabling us to love a God loves.
