PENTECOST SUNDAY 

A friend told me that he loves the 
GPS device in cars that gives 

directions after you type in your 
destination. ñItôs wonderful!ò he said. 
ñIt never complains; it never criticizes. 

Even when you ignore what itôs saying, it simply 
recalculates and speaks so sweetly. It has only one 
purpose: to guide you safely home.ò 

Pentecost offers us some helpful images of the Holy Spirit. 
In the Acts of the Apostles, the Holy Spirit is presented as a 
mighty wind, then as tongues of fire resting on the disciples 
who had gathered together. Both images are fitting of the One 
who literally blows them out of the house and into the world to 
begin the work of proclaiming the gospel. 

The image in the Letter to the Galatians and in the Gospel 
of John complements this first image nicely. The disciples are 
not sent out alone. They have been given a guide to help 
them to ñlive by the Spirit.ò One commentary on this fiery 
letter of Paul noted that this is better translated as ñwalk by 
the Spirit,ò suggesting a path. Paul clearly articulates two 
ways of walking: the way of the flesh, which leads to all kinds 
of destructive behavior, and the way of the Spirit, which 
brings us to the kingdom of Godðand which brings the 
kingdom of God to earth even now. 

The Spirit who guides us along the way is the gift of the 
risen Lord Jesus Christ. Coming from the Father, the Spiritôs 
purpose is to bring us to the One who is the Truth, to bring us 
safely home.

PASTORAL  PLAN  

Pentecost marks the conclusion of the "great fifty days," 
the Easter Season.  Luke follows the early Christian 
custom of celebrating the communication of the Spirit at 
the conclusion of the "great fifty days," our Pentecost, 
hence the outpouring of the Spirit as read in the first 
reading.  John, in the Gospel, puts the communication of 
the Spirit on Easter day.  The gift of the Spirit is one with 
the risen Lord Jesus.  Both traditions stress that the 
Christian message is not just for Jews but for all 
people.  The Psalm refers to the renewal of the nature 
springtime, but in the Christian sense, it is reinterpreted 
and applied to the renewal of life through the Holy Spirit. 

At Pentecost we celebrate the giving of the Spirit to 
Godôs people and, related to it, the reestablishment of the 
new Israel, the Church.  The Spirit, whom the Lord Jesus 
sends from the Father, will remind us of all that the Lord 
has taught us.  He will animate us and help us to know 
and understand our religion not just with our mind but also 
with our heart and soul.  In the case of followers of Christ 
after the disciples, the Spirit will aid us to continue to 
understand the revelation of Jesus in the diverse situations 
of every day life.
