R ELIGIOUS  EDUCATION  

ELEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Kings are not easily cornered. 
Hamlet has to put on a play to 

catch the conscience of the king, 
his own uncle, who has killed 
(Hamletôs) father and married his 

mother. In the passage just prior to todayôs first 
reading, the prophet Nathan catches the conscience of 
Israelôs King David by telling the story of a rich man who 
takes a poor manôs beloved and only lamb and serves it 
up in a stew. When David angrily demands to know who 
this man is, Nathan replies: ñThat man is you.ò David 
repents. And God forgives. 

Jesus catches the conscience of a Pharisee - perhaps. 
We donôt really know if there is any change in Simon after 
hearing the story. But it is hard to conceive that he did not 
ñget it.ò Those who know their need or Godôs mercy 
receive Godôs mercy and love in return. Those who do not 
recognize their need for mercy live their lives refusing to 
love others. 

The woman had already known Godôs forgiveness; she 
walked in freedom and acted in freedom. No judgments 
could stop her from honoring the one who had brought her 
this freedom. So she stood weeping tears of gratitude, 
trying to mirror the extravagant love she had received. 
Simon, dry-eyed and dry-hearted, can only denigrate 
Jesus (ñif this man were a prophetò) and the woman (ñhe 
would know who and what sort of woman this is who is 
touching himò [7:39]). Simon saw only ña sort of woman.ò 

The heart that has been forgiven is deep enough to hold 
the love of God and to share it with others. Extravagance 
begets extravagance. Ask for the gift of a forgiven and 
forgiving heart.
