R ELIGIOUS  EDUCATION  

TWELFTH  SUNDAY  IN  ORDINARY  TIME  

Fear of natureôs power is 
understandable. Consider what 

the survivors of the Indian Ocean 
tsunami or of Hurricane Katrina 

went through, or the people who 
were the victims of the earthquake in China more 

recently. There is good reason to fear natureôs destructive 
power. But we must look deeper, beyond the surface, at 
the event described in todayôs Gospel.  

Some experienced fishermen were in that boat, yet they 
were terrified as it began to fill with water. At first, they let 
Jesus sleep, but finally, sensing that things were out of 
control, they wakened him, asking accusingly, "Do you not 
care that we are perishing?" (Mark 4:38). This statement is 
both an act of believing he could do something, and fear 
that he would not. Jesus responds to this ambivalence 
when he asks: "Why are you terrified? Do you not yet have 
faith?" (4:40). 

Many of us have those moments when we turn to Jesus, 
half believing, half disbelieving that he will take care of us. 
Through the centuries, people have asked, "Don't you care 
that we are perishing?" Don't you care that we are being 
threatened by all kinds of storms that can overwhelm and 
sink us? Don't you care that our lives are hanging by a 
thread? This story resonates with those moments. 

As he did then, Jesus stands before us and says: "Why 
are you terrified? Do you not yet have faith?" Don't you 
see that I am with you? Don't you know I can calm the 
winds and quiet the sea that threatens? Do you not trust 
that all will be well? Perhaps the most common exhortation 
in scripture is: "Be not afraid." It is spoken by the angel to 
Mary at Nazareth, to the shepherds in Bethlehem, to the 
women at the tomb, and many times in between. So, be 
not afraid; our God is with us.

PASTORAL  PLAN  

Prayer with faith is essential in any anxiety since it gives 
us strength and peace from the Lord. God is the Lord of 
creation. In todayôs first reading, God speaks out of the 
storm. Life can be like a storm. We can loose hope and be 
on the brink of giving up. When we try to solve our own 
problems, we have to remember to pray with faith. The 
Lord has power to do things that humans cannot explain: 
"thus far shall you come but no farther." Job in his 
suffering should be mindful of this. The reading introduces 
the theme of the Gospel, where Jesus shows a similar 
power by stilling the storm. 

In the Gospel, we see that Jesus has a power similar to 
the one God claimed in the first reading. The wind ceased 
and there was great calm. This clearly indicates Markôs 
answer to the question: "Who then is this? Jesus is God is 
with us," and we should turn to him in faithful prayer 
whenever difficulties overwhelm us.
