PERMANENT DIACONATE FORMATION PROGRAM

We are seeking men for a new class in preparation for
the Permanent Diaconate. Men who are interested in
applying for admission to the program must be between
the ages of 31 and 60. Applicants should be men of faith
and of good character; and, they must be disposed and
willing to give the required time and effort to the diaconate
Formation Program. Men who are married and men who
are not married may apply. A married man must be validly
married and must have the approval of his wife for
acceptance into the program.
