R ELIGIOUS  EDUCATION  

FIFTEENTH  SUNDAY  IN  ORDINARY  TIME  

Being a ñgood Samaritanò has 
entered our language as a call to 

be helpful to those in need; 
whether we know them or not. 

Certainly this is a wonderful thing, 
since we all have depended at times on the kindness 

of strangers. But the point of Jesusô story goes beyond 
the admonition to ñbe nice to strangers.ò 

The setting for this story is a conversation between a 
lawyer, a specialist in the law of Moses, and Jesus the 
teacher. Jesus is on the road to Jerusalem and his death 
that will lead to resurrection life. The lawyer asks, ñ[W]hat 
must I do to inherit eternal life?ò (Luke 10:25). Jesus refers 
him to the law and its call to love God and neighbor, but 
being pressed further about the identity of oneôs neighbor, 
he answers with a road story. 

A man is left for dead on the road. Priest and Levite 
pass by ñon the opposite sideò (10:31, 32), not going near. 
Touching a dead man would make them unfit for temple 
worship according to the law. Along comes a Samaritan, a 
member of a group hated by the Jews, a mutual hatred 
centuries old. But this man is ñmoved with compassionò 
(10:33), crosses the road, and not only touches but takes 
the man left for dead to an inn and pays for his recovery. 

Godôs compassion moves in and through us when we 
cross boundaries to reach out to others in need; it burns 
away all hatred or indifference. And it moves us into 
eternal life, beginning now. To love God is to love neighbor 
is to love God.

Todayôs readings teach us about the love of God and all 
humans regardless of race, creed, or color.
