PASTORAL  PLAN  

This weekôs readings have the familiar wordage of the 
Shepherd and His flock.  They emphasize the necessity of 
a real person-to-person care, which everyone needs.  
Jeremiah in the first reading foresees an ideal king to 
come.  He will be a righteous shoot of David.  He shall 
govern wisely and do what is just and right in the land.  
The early Church too saw this vision untimely fulfilled in 
Godôs ideal ruler or deputy, the Lord Jesus, a shepherd 
who really cares.   

This first reading parallels the Gospel.  The image of 
shepherd entails the idea of ruling, but also of feeding and 
providing.  The Lord shepherds us by teaching his word 
during the Liturgy of the Word and by ñspreading the tableò 
before us during the Liturgy of the Eucharist.  Jesus has 
compassion for any vast crowd that is like sheep without a 
shepherd.

R ELIGIOUS  EDUCATION  

SIXTEENTH  SUNDAY  IN  ORDINARY  TIME  

Jesus has taken his apostles off 
to a quiet place so they can ñrest 
a whileò (Mark 6:31). But even ña 
deserted placeò provides no 

getaway from the needs of the 
people who search them out. Jesusô response to them 

gives us an insight into what he was like. The Gospel tells 
us ñhis heart was moved with pity for themò (6:34). The 
word in Greek for ñmoved with pityò has its roots in the 
word for ñwombò or ñloins,ò the innermost part of a person, 
where life begins. 

What evokes this response is their being ñlike sheep 
without a shepherdò (6:34). Sheep without a shepherd 
would be likely to wander off and get lost, vulnerable to 
being picked off by wolves, or just starve to death. The 
kings of Israel and Judah and the religious leaders were 
called to shepherd Godôs people. They were to govern, 
guide, and guard them. Often they did a poor job. Today 
we hear the Lord castigate these shepherds through the 
words of the prophet Jeremiah. God promises to appoint 
new shepherds. 

The need for good shepherds continues in our day, for 
men and women who will care for ones most vulnerable in 
our society. This is not just a matter for those in obvious 
positions of power, whether church or state, but for all 
those who have the capacity to reach out to any in 
physical need, to any searching for deeper meaning, to 
those looking for signs of the presence of God.
