This weekds readings expl a
transubstantiation. As Roman Catholics our belief is at the
center and heart of the Mass in which we celebrate. When
one starves for the Eucharist it is not due to the fact that
one is craving for food, but for the actual attachment of
Jesus Christ. When we partake in the Eucharist during
Mass, we are nourishing our souls. Just as food nourishes
our bodies, the Eucharist is food that nourishes our souls.

The first reading explains to us most evidently there are
many different levels at which Wisdom exercises itself in
our daily lives. It can be at a very practical, day-to-day
level, informing all that we do and how we conduct
ourselves in particular circumstances. However, Wisdom
can also have more of a #fAbi
life. Essentially, it is seeing God as He chooses to reveal
Himself, and seeing all reality in light of the Mystery of
God.

The Second Reading has given us that knowledge to be
one with the Holy Spirit who is our internal companion and
guide. Our wisdom is such that it is received through the
Holy Spirit in order that we may be united through it to
additionally be unified with the Father and the Son. The
