Our friend Peter said some foolish 
things, but also spoke profound 

truths. He sometimes challenged 
the Lord when he walked toward Him 

on the water, and failed the Lordôs challenge in the patio at 
Jesusô trial. We are Peter! 

The conversation, the catechism question of Jesus to 
the disciples offered opportunities to speak of Jesusô 
reputation. How was He known? The responses perhaps 
describe the works of earlier prophets, great persons with 
special missions. The follow up question required a deeper 
response. But YOU, who do YOU, say I am? Peter 
responded with an act of faith and statement of Jesusô role 
as the Christ, the anointed one of God, the Messiah. 

The same question is asked of us today. Who is Jesus 
for me? I move from the Christ of history to the Anointed 
One asking me to respond today in my parish community. 
The kingdom, also expressed by the word ñpowerò or 
ñgraceò of the Lord is present in my life and in our 
community of faith. The same Jesus, who promised to be 
with the apostles all days until the end of the world, is the 
Christ present to guide, guard and nourish us in our 
parish. This is not just a place to worship our God, it is 
something more. It is where we encounter the living Christ 
who spoke to Peter, formed His friends, and then sent 
them to continue His work. We are the building, the 
dwelling place of God.

INTERESTED IN BECOMING A CATHOLIC? 

Or, are you an adult Catholic who has not received 
Confirmation? RCIA is a series of classes and ceremonies 
whereby adults (18 and over) from other religions (Christian 
and  non-Christian) or with no religious background can 
learn about the Catholic Faith and become Catholic. The 
classes are also open to adult Catholics who did not 
receive Confirmation as a child.  

Classes are lecture and discussion based, with emphasis 
on the official Catechism and teachings of the Church, the 
Bible, and Sacred Tradition, but are generally informal in 
nature. Depending on the particular case, RCIA culminates 
either with the Sacraments of Initiation for New Catholics at 
the Easter Vigil, or with the reception of Confirmation from 
Bishop Lori according to his schedule. Classes will be 
offered in English and in Spanish. For more information, 
please contact Fr.

WOMENôS LITERACY PROGRAM SEEKS VOLUNTEER TUTORS 

Mercy Learning Center, located at 637 Park Avenue, 
Bridgeport, CT, continues to look for volunteers to teach 
English as a Second Language (ESL), Reading and Math 
to women in its tutoring program. 

Tutors meet with their students at the Center twice 
weekly for two hours each session through early June. Our 
tutoring program is currently staffed by 183 volunteers who 
served 516 women last year. A one-day training session is 
provided for all new tutors; teaching experience is not 
necessary. Upcoming training sessions will take place on 
Wednesday, September 10, and Thursday, September 25, 
from 9:00AM to 2:00PM (lunch will be provided).
