PASTORAL PLAN

Today we celebrate the Feast of the Exaltation of the
Holy Cross. It is a beautiful feast that reminds us the
salvific value of Christ's death and resurrection. The public
veneration of the Cross of Christ originated in the fourth
century, according to early accounts, beginning with the
miraculous discovery of the cross on September 14, 326,
by Saint Helen, mother of Constantine.

Pope Benedict XVI, in the prayer of the Angelus a
couple of weeks ago, spoke about the meaning of the
cross in the life of a Christian. He reminded us that "in
order to bring the work of salvation fully to completion, the
Redeemer continues to associate to himself and his
mission men and women who are prepared to take up
their cross and follow him. Consequently, just as for Christ
carrying the cross was not an option but a mission to be
embraced for love, so it is for Christians too.

In our world today, where the forces that divide and
destroy seem to dominate, Christ does not cease to offer
to all his clear invitation: anyone who wants to be my
disciple must renounce his own selfishness and carry the
cross with me." This Sunday as we venerate the Holy
Cross let us renew our option for embracing our own
crosses as an act of love for Christ.

This year we have the opportunity to learn more about
the life and ministry of St. Paul during this Missionary Year
of St. Paul, 2,000 years after the apostle's birth. For more
on tips on how to evangelize through word and deed,
check out our Diocesan Pastoral Plan for Evangelization at
www.footstepsofchrist.org.
