TWENTY-EIGHTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

Reading the letter to the 
Hebrews and listening to the 

dialogue in Mark, I find myself in a 
very privileged position. Godôs word 

has taken root in me calling and 
challenging me to change as I claim discipleship. It 

takes courage like the young man who ran, knelt and 
asked the question which should be on my lips every day. 
ñWhat must I do?ò 

He didnôt welcome the reply as the two edged sword 
spoke to his heart and he found it too much. A similar 
gospel encounter finds Jesus saying ñthere is one more 
thing you must do.ò The answer calls me to decide what 
barriers exist for me in my relationship with Christ as a true 
disciple. What things, great or small, seem to get in the 
way of life of deeper communion with Christ? What are the 
obstacles keeping me from a deeper commitment to my 
parish, greater service to the church or community, of 
which I am capable, but hesitant? 

Remove those doubts, act on the word as you read it 
today, and see that the excuses are weak and lame, and 
the power of Godôs grace both calls and enables me to do 
the óimpossibleô because I do it with and for Him.
