Whether we enjoy a magnificent feast or enjoy simple
rice and beans, we are reminded that the Lord is the one
who provides for all our needs, even in our want. Paul tells
us he knows how to live in abundance and in need,
because it is the Lord who provides.

Reflecting on the words of scripture and my own
lifestyle, | ask if | can live more simply, so that someone
else might live? Can | give something of myself, so that
someone might have who has nothing? The richness of
the images challenges me to respond to someone else
who is the Christ who wishes to strengthen me.

MUSEUM TRIP OPEN TO PARISHIONERS

Eating or "breaking bread" is a sign of intimate friendship
in Biblical times. Isaiah speaks of the banquet of the end-
time on Zion, the holy mountain of the Lord in Jerusalem.
Both these readings and the Psalm talk of the bliss of
God's Kingdom, once it has been established on earth.
Everyone is called by God into this sacred partnership
called a covenant. The readings have a marital overtone,
in which the banquet becomes a wedding feast and God is
the husband and His people are the bride.

The Gospel is clear - when one accepts the invitation to
God's banquet (the Holy Eucharist and God's
companionship in heaven) we are supposed to be clean.
God invites you-appreciate the invitation and join in the
banquet! As we read at the end of the Gospel, Matthew
reminds his readers that "many are invited, but few are
chosen." Our prayer for this week can be Psalm 23, which
is a beautiful poem. Read upon meditatively and dwell
upon your partnership with the Lord.
