Addressing the early Christian 
community, Paul also takes time 

to speak to us today. Consider 
him to be your pastor, offering his 

prayerful gratitude for your witness 
and service ówork of faithô and ólabor of love.ô  

Whatever ministry you exercise, it is to build up the body 
of Christ and is appreciated by your shepherd. 

Perhaps we might use the word óvolunteerô for the local 
blood drive, ambulance squad, or little league coach.  
These are noble works and accurate expressions of what 
is entailed. Ministry calls us on a deeper level, as we 
respond to Godôs grace, utilize the talent He has given us, 
and serve in many, many capacities. 

Paul describes three elements which are involved ï 
power, often translated as grace, the Holy Spirit, who 
animates our Christian lives, and conviction, the sign 
which accompanies them. Pope John Paul called us to 
evangelize with new ardor, methods and expressions. Are 
they not echoes of Paulôs summons to the Greeks? 

Yes, I have been called, and called by name, to do a 
work for the Lord not designated for anyone else but me.  
May I use the power, allow the Spirit to operate in me, and 
live out my conviction.
