ñTeacher, which commandment 
in the law is the greatest?ô  He 
said to him, óYou shall love the 

Lord, your God, with all your heart, 
with all your soul, and with all your 

mind. This is the greatest and the first commandment. 
The second is like it: You shall love your neighbor as 
yourself.ôò 

Five times daily a prayerful Jew repeats the great 
commandment cited above. They represent two sides of 
the same coin, reflecting love of God and neighbor. 

Artists often depict the tablets of the law with three 
commandments on the first tile and the remaining seven 
on the second. The reason is obvious, as the first 
represents love of God and the second, the way we put it 
into practice.   

When asked concerning the identity of the neighbor 
Jesus offered the story of the Good Samaritan, the one 
who treated the victim with compassion. 

Our presence at worship is easy and meaningful, 
satisfying and uplifting. Daily prayer brings us into contact 
with our loving God. The greatest commandment is 
fulfilled. It is the carrying out the second command which 
is both a challenge and difficult to live out. Violating 
respect for authority, political leaders, life itself, sexuality, 
property and the truth are subjects for the tabloids on a 
daily basis. The second tablet is the victim of the delete 
key. 

Pope Benedict during his visit reminded us to live out on 
Monday what we heard and did on Sunday. Which is the 
most difficult commandment of the law for me?

Paul praises the people of Thessalonica in today's 
reading. He calls them a model for all believers. They 
heard the word of the Lord and responded to it. Jesus' 
statement in the Gospel is a combination from 
Deuteronomy (love of God) and Leviticus (love of 
neighbor). 

Jesus connects these two commandments together and 
clarifies this by saying there cannot be one without the 
other. Without love of neighbor, love of God remains an 
illusion, and without love of God, love of neighbor may end 
up as something uncompassionate and will not last. Both 
must go together in Christianity.
