It has great meaning for 
Christendom, a symbol of unity of the world wide church.  
Benedict XVI is the pastor. It is one of the major Roman 
Basilicas. 

St. Paul uses the image of a building to describe my life 
as a disciple of Christ. The foundation is the person of 
Jesus and together we build. I experience spiritual growth 
and in turn support others. The former is done as I strive 
for holiness, celebrating sacraments, becoming more 
prayerful. The latter flows from this as I minister, perhaps 
as a catechist and teacher, a home visitor and 
evangelizer, a sponsor or member of a RCIA team. 
Because I am a temple and believe in the Spiritôs 
indwelling I am different. 

The late Archbishop Oscar Romero reminds us though 
that ñwe lay foundations that will need further 
development. We provide yeast that produces effects far 
beyond our capabilitiesé. we may never see the results, 
but this is the difference between a masterbuilder and the 
worker. We are workers, not masterbuilders, ministers, not 
messiahs.ò  

We pause today to honor the church in Rome, and 
realize that we are called to continue to build His church.
