Do not think that these statements
are a defense of myself, but rather, they are a defense of
the truth of the matter. | know you will support me with
your prayers and, as you know, | pray for each of you
daily. I will not allow this matter to interfere with this
Advent Season or my ministry and service to you. This too
shall pass.

| also ask you to remember Bishop Lori in your daily

prayers. He too is being unjustly maligned. In fact, it has
been much publicized in national papers and elsewhere
that as our Bishop he has established a transparent as
well as a just process in protecting both victims and
innocent Priests unjustly accused.
