Registrations are due by June 15, 2011. A late fee of $50 will be assessed after that date. No
registrations will be accepted after September 10, 2011.

Please keep in mind that Sacrament Programs (in preparation for First Communion and Confirmation)
are two years according to Diocesan policy. Attendance in grades 7 and 8 is required for Confirmation
in grade 9. Regular attendance in Sacrament preparation classes is very important.

Children in grades 4 and up who have missed two or more years of classroom instruction or parish
approved home study are required to take part in a home study class (Faith Development Class),
designed to teach basic beliefs. This is in addition to their regular class.

The fees for Religious Education are as follows:
One child S 150 Faith Development Class S 25
Two or more children S 200 Late fee (after June 15) S50
First Eucharist Program S 35

If you know any parents whose children will enter first grade in September, please remind them to stop
by the office for a registration form.
